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This southern tour took us
right from the east to the west
coast. Beginning in South Caro-
lina, Katelynn was able to sing with
us for 2 Sundays which was provi-
dential as Cathy suffered laryngitis.
During that time God provided a
moped for Katelynn (See picture on
right) after her accident in Novem-
ber which totaled her car.

While we were in Florida
this year we were able to have a
week together with all of Cathy’s
family which was an added blessing
after having travelled together for
SO many years.

We had a unique opportu-
nity of taking part in an outreach at
the Mardi Gras in New Orleans.
Garrett and Lloyd had some inter-
esting experiences while witnessing
on the streets from 10:00 p.m. to
2:00 a.m. each night. An alcoholic
and a turret card reader were among
those touched with the gospel.

During an outreach in the
projects some of the team members
were able to rescue a girl being
raped. Lloyd shared his testimony
in the open air meeting while Cathy
and the children helped distribute
used clothes. The team was able to
shed a little light in a very dark
place. This neighborhood is one of
the worst in New Orleans, even the
police stay away from there after
dark. After that weekend we all
came away feeling challenged to be

more intentional about our witness-
ing. Lloyd had his opportunity the
very next day while driving through
Tyler, Texas. As we left a fuel sta-
tion a distraught trucker flagged
Lloyd down. After learning that his
6 year old nephew had been miss-
ing for upwards to thirty minutes
Lloyd immediately began to pray
with him that the boy would be
safely found. Within five minutes a
teary eyed trucker returned with the
good report that his nephew was
found! What a witness answered
prayer can be. Some powerful
seeds of faith were planted in that
trucker’s heart.

At one church a man seek-
ing prayer shared with Lloyd a
heart rending account of sexual and
physical abuse.
